The Mayor’s Corner

| want to congratulate Council Members Cudequest, Lane and
Roche on their re-election. | am pleased to welcome new Police
Chief Douglas McDowell, Business Administrator Joseph Voytus
and our new attorney Dave Lafferty. | also wish to extent my
congratulations to the Fire Department’s elected leadership.
We will miss Maureen larossi-Alwan in her role as a Business
Administrator and as Municipal Clerk. Many thanks to Maureen
for all her time and service to our community over the past 26
years.

We have seen lots of changes in our town in the past few

years, and likely more changes to come, in a good way. We are
purchasing more properties as they become available to have
them under the town’s control and to create additional recreation
and open space for our residents.

There are several major projects and initiatives in the queue for
2023. One is a new water tank to serve the west side of town,
which will be paid for and undertaken by Veolia. We continue

to prepare the Borough for the next round of affordable housing
numbers in 2025. Some towns are seeing up to a 50% increase
in the cost for solid waste and recycling collection. We are
hopeful that we will be able to extend our current contract for an
additional two years at a figure significantly less than that. We will
also continue to explore additional shared services opportunities
with surrounding towns to help control costs and maintain the
level of service that our residents deserve.

Our roadways and infrastructure are under constant review and
maintenance, and will continue to pave roads and maintain our
sewer system.

We are in discussion with a major land owner, and depending on
the outcome, the community center and pool plan may change. |
am hoping we can conclude these discussions in about a month
and move forward with plans for a new recreation space for
Borough residents.

| am also happy to report that the development in town has
resulted in new ratables over the past 2 years that will generate
almost $3 million in annual tax revenue.
For 2023, we anticipate ratables that would
generate $1 million in tax revenue. The
addition of these valuable properties to our n
tax rolls will help blunt the effect of rising
costs and stabilize tax bills for existing
Borough residents.

| am incredibly fortunate to work alongside
the highest caliber of council members, staff,
professionals and volunteers. This is my eighth year as a mayor,
and 14th year since | was sworn in as a councilman, and somehow,

The Board of Health is reminding dog owners or
walkers that Montvale Ordinance #2006-01, requires that dog waste is picked up immediately & sanitarily,
then disposed of at home or in a public trash dispenser. Never dispose of dog waste down storm drains.

Pet owners are reminded to practice common courtesy and be responsible owners on roads and residential
property while walking their dog (leashing your dog is required while walking). Animal waste is among the top
contributor of bacterial pollution in watersheds. Dog waste is labeled as a non-point source pollutant by the

Environmental Protection Agency. This classifies dog waste in same category as herbicides, insecticides, oil,
grease, acid drainage and other toxic chemicals.
